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Delhi CM announces Rs 800 cr
road makeover plan

Entire roads will be strengthened edge-to-edge, improving durability, reducing dust,
waterlogging, and frequent repairs effectively

NEW DELHI

Delhi Chief Minister Rekha
Gupta has unveiled a major Rs
802.18 crore project to upgrade
241 roads, spanning nearly 400
km. The initiative will use a
“wall-to-wall carpeting” meth-
od to make roads pothole-free,
even, and long-lasting, aiming
for safer and cleaner streets
across the capital.

The project will cover 45 As-
sembly constituencies, includ-
ing major roads like Outer Ring
Road, August Kranti Marg, Rao
Tula Ram Marg, Kapashera-Bi-
jwasan Road, Lala Lajpat Rai
Marg, Shamnath Marg, D.B.

.

.
Gupta Road, and several others.
The Centre will fund Rs 643.36
crore through the Central Road
Infrastructure Fund, while the
Delhi government will contrib-
ute Rs 158.82 crore.

Under the new model, entire
road stretches will be uniformly

strengthened from edge to edge,
unlike past repairs that focused
only on central portions or iso-
lated potholes.

This approach will improve
durability, reduce frequent re-
pairs, and minimise dust and
particulate matter pollution. Of-
ficials highlighted that damaged
roads generate airborne fine
particles, worsening air quality,
and that the resurfacing will
also improve drainage and re-
duce waterlogging during mon-
soons.

Last year, around 150 km of
roads were upgraded using the
same technology, demonstrating
its effectiveness. The Public

Works Department will execute
the work in phases to limit traf-
fic disruption. Each road will
undergo a detailed technical as-
sessment, base strengthening,
proper drainage installation, and
final resurfacing according to
prescribed standards.

The Chief Minister empha-
sised that the goal is long-term
improvement rather than tem-
porary fixes.

She said that close coordina-
tion between the Delhi govern-
ment and the Centre is driving
this transformation, promising
smoother, safer, and pollu-
tion-reduced roads for citizens
by the end of the year.

Tensions rise as motion
targets Rahul Gandhi

NEW DELHI

The first half of the Budget
session turned tense as a
motion against Opposition
Leader Rahul Gandhi
dominated proceedings.
During the discussion on
the motion of thanks to the
President’s address, Gand-
hi was stopped from quot-
ing unpublished memoirs
of a former Army chief,
with the Speaker and rul-
ing party members citing
parliamentary rules.

The situation escalated
when BJP MP Nishikant
Dubey moved a substan-
tive motion against Gand-
hi, accusing him of collab-
orating with “anti-national
forces” and seeking can-
cellation of his Lok Sabha
membership and election

disqualification. Substan-
tive motions are usually
used in cases of serious
criminal misconduct, such
as the 2005 “cash for
votes” scandal.
Opposition lead-
ers defended
Gandhi, stating
his criticism of
the interim In-
dia-US trade deal
was a legitimate
parliamentary ex-
ercise.

Dubey alleged Gandhi’s
statements aimed to “de-
stabilise” the nation, while
opposition parties de-
scribed it as conflating dis-
sent with anti-national ac-
tivity. Analysts noted that
labeling disagreement as
anti-national risks narrow-
ing democratic debate in-

side and outside Parlia-
ment. This is not Gandhi’s
first brush with disqualifi-
cation. In March 2023, he
was disqualified after a
defamation con-
viction but was
reinstated in Au-
gust 2023 when
the Supreme Court
stayed his sen-
tence. With ten-
sions high, the in-
cident has re-
newed discussions on the
Leader of the Opposition’s
role and the importance of
protecting dissent in a par-
liamentary democracy.
Political observers say
such episodes highlight
the fine line between ac-
countability and suppress-
ing debate in India’s legis-
lative framework.

Coast Guard, Guj ATS seize drugs near Porbandar

PORBANDAR

In a major maritime operation,
the Indian Coast Guard and Gu-
jarat Anti-Terrorism Squad
(ATS) seized over 200 kg of
drugs near Porbandar. Two Paki-
stani nationals were detained
during the crackdown, carried

out close to the international
maritime boundary.

Officials said the operation
was based on actionable intelli-
gence about drug smuggling in
the region.

The recovered consignment,
worth several crores, is under
detailed examination. Authori-

ties cautioned that the final
quantity and estimated value
may rise as investigations con-
tinue.

The two detained men are be-
ing interrogated to uncover the
origin and intended destination
of the drugs. Investigators are
also probing possible links to

larger international trafficking
networks. The Coast Guard and
ATS are coordinating closely to
track the supply chain and pre-
vent future smuggling attempts.

This operation highlights In-
dia’s efforts to strengthen mari-
time security and curb cross-bor-
der drug trafficking.
